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Professional research (Professional Case Report, Annu-
ally Report): this is a registration of variables placed in
the field of professional activity, taking samples, data col-
lection, and on their basis preparation of interesting and
notable cases and annual reports, which will facilitate de-
velopment of favorable platforms for conduction of aca-
demic researches.

Levels of academic research quality:

BA Research Thesis:

This is an original descriptive research, in which results
obtained by the study of registered variables are credible
evidences that can be quoted and/or used in further re-
searches.

MA Research Thesis:

This is an original analytical research, in which through
synthesis and/or analysis of descriptive evidences a new
knowledge is obtained - together with scientific innova-
tion, facts-based research has practical value and recom-
mendations developed on their basis are cost-effective.

MAM or MAD Research Thesis:

This is an original analytical research, in which through
synthesis and/or analysis of descriptive evidences a new
knowledge is obtained - together with scientific innova-
tion, facts-based research has practical value and recom-
mendations developed on their basis are cost-effective.

PhD Research Dissertation:

This is an original scientific study in which through the
synthesis and systemic study of fragments of researches
(MAM or MAD, MA, BA) a new knowledge is obtained,
that is expressed either in Discovery, Know-How, Prob-
lems Solving- Closing, or Development of New Direc-
tion of Research.
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
