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Habilitation Program: Medea is a highest, 10" stage of
higher education and continuation of postdoctoral program.
It gives the Doctor of Sciences (ScD) possibility of getting
habilitation doctor’s (HD, DR.HAB) degree.

Medea aims at provision of health protection, health
advocacy, disease prevention and reduction of their burden,
improvement of the lifestyle standards and quality, increase
of average life expectancy, wellbeing and wellness of the
population, support of economic activities, growth of GDP
of the country, getting of social benefits and progress by
the specialists armed with the knowledge and practical
skills recognized by habilitation.

The course of habilitation is overseen by Scientific Super-
visor, who is assigned at the meeting of the Academic
Council of the program, upon approval of habilitation ap-
plication plan/project. Scientific Supervisor is selected ac-
cording to the knowledge and practical experience in the
research field, confirmed by publications, from the special-
ist with academic degree (ScD). In the selection of Scien-
tific Supervisor priority will be given to HDs. The same
principle will be applied in the selection of Internal Expert.
Scientific-Consultation Council (assigned upon approval of
habilitation application plan/project and enrollment in ha-
bilitation program, or transfer by mobility from other pro-
gram) also includes Chairperson who chairs the meetings
and opposes and/or lobbies for the paper at all stages of its
assessment.

Pedagogical practice is carried out by habilitator through-
out the whole semester. In pedagogical practice is assessed
acting by habilitator as supervisor and/or consultant and/or
expert of 1-2 doctoral students, 1 public lecture.

Habilitator begins scientific activities from the 1% week.
He/she is given 19 weeks for preparation of habilitation
application plan/project, design and editing of thesis, prepa-
ration of abstract, report and presentation.

Design and editing of habilitation paper, completion of the
paper, approbation, report (with presentations at scientific
conferences, reporting session, preliminary defense), publi-
cation of thesis (in Georgian and English languages, max. 50
pages) and public defense of HD degree (presentation — 21
min.).

Public defense: HD (DR.HAB) presentation is carried out
at specialized Habilitation Dissertation Council (5 members
with ScD degree, including 3 members of Scientific-
Consultation Council plus 2 external experts/opponents
from research, business organization).
