Research component of Medea Doc consists of the follow-
ing basic activities to be implemented in 4 stages:
1. Literature review on research topic (100+) and
philosophic understanding of research topic
2. Research protocol
3. Scientific research (2-3 fragments)
4. Dissertation paper defense.

Activities of research component of Medea Doc the student

begins from the 1% semester, namely:

0 Inthe 1* semester student begins searching-collection
of the literature on the research topic and performs
philosophic re-thinking of research topic.

0 In the 2" semester student makes literature review on
research. Summary of literature review shall consist of
about 24-36 pages, Including: in Georgian (14-21 pag-
es) and English (10-15 pages) languages (exact transla-
tion). At the end of semester student submits it to the
scientific-consultation council for assessment and pub-
lication in scientific journal (references: - 100-100+).

0 In the 2" semester student defines research design, se-
lects research tools and methods, prepares research pro-
tocol (about 10-12 pages, including: in Georgian (6-7
pages) and English (4-5 pages) languages (exact trans-
lation). At the end of the semester student submits it to
the scientific-consultation council for assessment.

0 In 3"-5™ semesters student conduicts scientific re-
search. At the end of each semester student submits
research results and articles to the scientific-
consultation council for assessment and publication in
scientific journal.

0 In the 6™ semester student makes design of dissertation
paper and together with abstract (50 pages max. In
Georgian and English languages) submits to the scien-
tific-consultation council for assessment and presents
to dissertation council for public defense.
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1. Literature review on dissertation topic

Pre-requisite: Summary of the philosophy of research
topic submitted in electronic format for publication in
scientific journal (approx.. 12-17 pages, including: in
Georgian (7-10 pages) and English (5-7) pages) (exact
translation)).

Description: This module includes the review of litera-
ture on the topic of dissertation and its critical understand-
ing, problem identification and justification of its actuality,
hypothesis clarification, clear identification of the subject
issue(s), preparation for publication and presentation of
review article.

Considering these components, review of the literature pre-
pared by the doctoral student on the topic of the disserta-
tion is assessed by the Scientific-Consultation Board.

Goals: Identification and clarification of relevance of
special literature, literature review and critical analysis,
justification of actuality of the topic, issues of research top-
ic and potential research instruments.
